• Tampa Bay’s Chris Simms threw for 279 yards on 15 of 29 passing, throwing three touchdowns (four, 24 and 30 
yards) and recording a 119.8 passer rating in the Buccaneers’ 36-35 victory over the Washington Redskins.

• Seattle’s Shaun Alexander ran for 165 yards and three touchdowns on 33 carries in the Seahawks’ 31-16 victory 
over the NFC West-rival St. Louis Rams.  Alexander scored on runs of four, six and 17 yards. 

• Indianapolis’ Edgerrin James carried 26 times for 122 yards and one touchdown in the Colts’ 31-17 victory over 
the AFC South-rival Houston Texans.  James scored on a five-yard run and caught three passes for 26 yards. 

• Chicago’s Adrian Peterson ran for 120 yards and one touchdown on 24 carries in the Bears’ 17-9 victory over the 
San Francisco 49ers.  Peterson scored on a seven-yard run and had a long run of 34 yards.
