¢ Indianapolis’ Peyton Manning threw for 324 yards and two touchdowns (nine and 65 yards) on 24 of 36 passing in
the Colts’ 26-18 victory over the AFC South-rival Jacksonville Jaguars. He recorded a 113.7 passer rating.

e Pittsburgh’s Jerome Bettis ran for 101 yards and two touchdowns on 17 carries in the Steelers’ 21-9 victory over
the Chicago Bears. Bettis scored on touchdown runs of one and five yards to lead Pittsburgh to the win.

e Kansas City’s Larry Johnson carried 26 times for 143 yards and three touchdowns in the Chiefs’ 31-28 loss to the
Dallas Cowboys.
