• Seattle’s Matt Hasselbeck completed 21 of 27 passes for 285 yards and three touchdowns (two, four and 22 
yards) with a 147.7 passer rating in the Seahawks’ 28-24 victory over the Tennessee Titans.

• Seattle’s Shaun Alexander ran for 172 yards and one touchdown on 26 carries in the Seahawks’ 28-24 victory 
over the Tennessee Titans.  Alexander scored on a one-yard touchdown run, his 24th of the season, in the first 
quarter. 

• The New York Giants’ Tiki Barber carried 29 times for 220 yards and two touchdowns in the Giants’ 27-17 victory 
over the Kansas City Chiefs.  Barber scored on runs of 20 and 41 yards and added five receptions for 29 yards. 

• Cincinnati’s Rudi Johnson ran for 117 yards and two touchdowns on 24 carries in the Bengals’ 41-17 victory over 
the Detroit Lions.  Johnson scored on runs of four and 16 yards, both in the second half.
