• Cincinnati’s Carson Palmer threw for 248 yards and two touchdowns (three and eight yards) on 19 of 26 passing 
for a passer rating of 128.4 in the Bengals’ 21-9 victory over the AFC North-rival Baltimore Ravens. 

• Atlanta’s Michael Vick completed 22 of 31 passes for 228 yards, one touchdown (11 yards) and a 102.6 passer 
rating in the Falcons’ 17-10 victory over the Miami Dolphins.  Vick added eight carries for 38 yards.

• Seattle’s Shaun Alexander ran for 173 yards and two touchdowns on 23 carries in the Seahawks’ 33-19 victory 
over the NFC West-rival Arizona Cardinals.  Alexander scored on runs of 14 and 88 yards. 

• Kansas City’s Larry Johnson carried 22 times for 107 yards and two touchdowns in the Chiefs’ 27-23 victory over 
the AFC West-rival Oakland Raiders.  Johnson scored the game-winning, last-second touchdown from one-yard 
out. 

• San Diego’s LaDainian Tomlinson ran for 107 yards and three touchdowns on 25 carries in the Chargers’ 31-26 
victory over the New York Jets.  Tomlinson also scored on a 25-yard reception
