30 YRS. AGO JETS FANS POURED INTO FLUSHNG QUEENS IN NEW YORK FOR THE 

FINAL HOME GAME AT SHEA STADIUM. 

 

MY SEATS WERE IN THE UPPER DECK ON I WOULD SAY SOMEWHERE AROUND THE 20 

YD. LINE. 

 

OUR SEATS WERE IN THE LOW SECTION WHICH WAS BEHIND HOME BASE WHICH 

WAS 30 YD. LINE. 
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FANS HAD PREPARED THEIR GOODBYES TO SHEA BUT NOT YET TO THE SEASON.  

FOR THE 7 & 7 JETS, TO KEEP THEIR PLAYOFF HOPES ALIVE, THEY NEEDED TO BEAT 

THE 5 & 5 PITTS. STEELERS.  WE REALLY WEREN'T FOCUSED ON THE SITUATION IN 

N.Y.  OUR MAIN FOCUS WAS ON OUR OWN INTER TURMOIL.  WE WERE STARTING TO 

BE AN OLDER TEAM, AND INJURIES AND OTHER THINGS PLAY A FACTOR IN WHO 

GOES AND WHO STAYS. 

 

TERRY BRADSHAW WAS MAKING HIS FIRST APPEARANCE OF THE SEASON AFTER 

UNDERGOING ELBOW SURGERY. 

 

IF TERRY BRADSHAW CAME IN, TERRY BRADSHAW WAS GOING TO BE TERRY 

BRADSHAW.  HE THREW 8 PASSES THAT DAY.  5 WERE COMPLETED AND 2 WERE FOR 

TDS.  AND THE JETS DEFENSE, WE DIDN'T HAVE ANY ANSWERS THAT DAY. 

 

AFTER HIS 2ND TD. PASS, BRADSHAW REINJURED HIS ELBOW.  IN HIS ABSENCE, THE 

STEELERS TURNED TO FRANCO HARRIS.  HARRIS RAN FOR OVER 100 YDS.  WHAT 

WAS SUPPOSED TO BE A TIGHTLY CONTESTED GAME DISINTEGRATED INTO A 

ROUTE. 

 

THE CROWD WAS STARTING TO GET A LITTLE RESTLESS IN THE END.  WE KNEW IT 

WAS OVER.  WE KNEW IT WAS DONE. 

 

IN N.Y. CITY THEY HAVE TO FEEL AN EMPTINESS.  THE JETS ARE GONE TO N.J. AND 

THEY GO AWAY A LOSER. 

 

IT WAS A VERY EMOTIONAL DAY.  US LOSING A CHANCE TO MAYBE GETTING INTO 

THE PLAYOFFS AND US LOSING AT HOME.  YOU WOULD FEEL LIKE YOU WERE 

ROBBED KIND OF... YOU WERE VIOLATED IN SOME WEIRD WAY. 

 

AT ONE POINT I REMEMBER LOOKING TO THE RIGHT WHICH WOULD'VE BEEN THE 

CENTER FIELD BLEACHERS.  THEY WERE JUMPING UP AND DOWN SO HARD.  THEY 

WANTED PART OF THE STADIUM. 
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RADIO - THEIR TEARING APART APPEARS SOME OF THE BLEACHERS OUT UNDER THE 

SCOREBOARD.  YEA, THEY'RE THROWING IT OUT TO THEIR BUDDIES OUT THERE I 

GUESS.  THEY GOT THE TRUCK BACKED UP. 

 

ABOUT 2 SECTIONS AWAY FROM ME, THERE WAS ACTUALLY GUYS WITH LIKE 

SCREWDRIVERS.  YOU KNOW HAMMERS, TRYING TO LIKE TAKE THE SEATS AND LIFT 

THEM OUT OF THE STADIUM. 

 

IT FELT LIKE PART OF MY CHILDHOOD WAS BEING TAKEN AWAY.  I SEE A GUY RUN 

OVER TO THE AUXILIARY SCOREBOARD AND RIPS OUT THE N.Y.  THE PIECE OF 

SHEET METAL.  SO I RUN DOWN THERE AND I GET THE VIS. 

 

RADIO - FINAL PLAY OF THE 20 YRS. THAT THE N.Y. JETS HAVE OCCUPIED SHEA 

STADIUM AS THEIR HOME BASE. 

 

JUST INSTINCTIVELY WE REALIZE WELL LETS GET OUT OF HERE QUICKER MAYBE 

THAN WE NORMALLY DO. 

 

EVERYBODY STORMS THE FIELD. 

 

PEOPLE ARE ON THE FIELD WITH POLICE AROUND, AND PEOPLE ARE TRYING TO 

TAKE LIKE DIRT OR WHATEVER IT WAS.  GRASS. 

 

THE SCENE I REMEMBER THE BEST WAS AROUND HOME PLATE POLICE COME OUT 

AND THEY MAKE A CHAIN, AND THEY JUST START MARCHING EVERYBODY TOWARDS 

THE CENTER FIELD FENCE. 

 

I'VE ALWAYS SAID THAT THAT'S A CELEBRATION.  IT WASN'T A RIOT.  YOU DON'T SEE 

ANY FISTFIGHTS IN THAT VIDEO.  YOU DON'T SEE ANY PUSHING AND SHOVING.  THEY 

WERE DOWN THERE SINCERELY THANKING YOU FOR THE EFFORT.  THEY WERE 

DISAPPOINTED THAT YOU WERE LEAVING.  THEY WERE DISAPPOINTED THAT YOU 

LOST.  BUT THEY WERE A PART OF US AND THEY WERE GONNA FOLLOW US, AND

WE ALL WANTED TO TAKE PART OF SHEA WITH US.  WE COULDN'T AS A PLAYER.  I 

THINK THAT THEY WANTED TO TAKE A PIECE OF SHEA NOT TO BE VIOLENT.  NOT TO 

BE DESTRUCTIVE.  THEY JUST WANTED A PIECE OF IT.  

 

FOR PITTS. THE MOMENT WAS ALSO HISTORIC AND BITTERSWEET.  TERRY 

BRADSHAW NEVER PLAYED AGAIN.  FRANCO HARRIS SPENT THE NEXT SEASON IN 

SEATTLE.  THE JETS HEADED TO N.J. TO PLAY THEIR HOME GAMES IN THE 

MEADOWLANDS; AND MANY OF THEIR FANS FROM SHEA FOLLOWED. 

 

VERY LOYAL FANS.  I THINK TO THIS DAY MOST OF THE FANS THAT ARE SEASON 

TICKET HOLDERS ARE STILL FROM LONG ISLAND.  YOU STILL RUN ACROSS THOSE 

JETS FANS THAT WILL ASK YOU TO SIGN THE BACK OF A SEAT, AND IT'S THE 

SOUVENIR THAT THEY TOOK BACK IN DECEMBER OF '83 FROM SHEA STADIUM.  IT'S A 

PART OF HISTORY THAT THEY CAN ALWAYS PASS ON TO THE NEXT GENERATIONS.  

SAY, "I TOOK THAT IN DEC. OF '83.  THE LAST GAME THE JETS EVER PLAYED."

THAT WAS LIKE I LOVE FOOTBALL.  WHY WOULD I NOT DO THIS?  WHY WOULD I NOT 

QUIT MY JOB AND EVERYTHING TO GO DO THIS?! 

 

HAIL MARY KIND OF REFLECTS OUR TRIP.  SHE'S UNPRETENTIOUS.  SHE GETS FROM 

POINT A TO POINT B, AND SHE'S LIKE MANY OF THE FANS WHO WE'RE TALKING TO 

ALONG THE WAY. 

 

WHEN THIS VEHICLE ACTUALLY CAME OUT, YOU HAVE THE 0 TO 60 TIMES.  IT DIDN'T 

LIST ONE BECAUSE IT COULDN'T GO 60 MILES AN HOUR.  THIS IS WHERE WINDSHIELD
