I MEAN, OBVIOUSLY, IT'S A FOOTBALL GOAL NOT A PEOPLE GOAL. 
 
AS A MANUFACTURER, FROM A SAFETY PERSPECTIVE, IT'S NOT A GREAT 
FEELING BECAUSE YOU KNOW EVENTUALLY THOSE POSTS ARE GONNA FALL.  
THERE ARE SAFETY CHALLENGES POSED BY IT. 
 
RADIO - WELCOME BACK EVERYBODY AND THE CHEERING HERE IN THE

THESE ARE ACTUALLY THE NEW GOALPOSTS FOR OLD MISS.  THEY 
CONTACTED US EARLY IN THE WEEK TO PRODUCE A NEW SET FOR THEM.  
WE'LL DELIVER THEM ON MONDAY AND THEY'LL HAVE THEM FOR NEXT 
WEEK'S GAME. 
 
THE GOALPOST IS A FOOTBALL FIXTURE THAT HAS ENDURED, AND THE GAME
